Itineraries can be customized and developed based on group size, ages, interests, timing, etc.  

Wilderness – flat & white water - strenuous - 0/2  portages daily  

Day 1:  

Arrive at Wawaitin Holiday Park on a Friday at 1:00PM. Meet your guide, welcome refreshments, 
orientation and registration, water safety, and dinner. Light a fire and learn of fur trappers ways!  

Day 2-3:  

This morning we review wilderness survival techniques and head out to Sandy Falls. Here our liquid 
journey begins down the lower Mattagami river to the salty James Bay coast. Paddle on to Lower 
Sturgeon Falls. 

Day 4-5: 

This morning after reviewing white water manoeuvres, we'll move on to have some fun with rapids 
over the next day or so depending on water levels. Portaging will likely not be required although we 
might have to rope through some tight spots.  

Day 6-7:  

We should reach Little Long Rapids soon, at tonight’s camp the sounds of silence are broken only by 
the rushing water. The waters are pristine, evening swim is recommended after catching dinner. 
Smoky Falls are next and a series of dams that cause a 20 Km. portage and over 100 m. Drop. 

Day 8-9:  

As the 1 week mark passes we will have paddle our way to only 70 m. above sea level. We found  
another great location for an overnight camp. From here on, gently flowing downstream, observe 
nature’s solitude and how the Canadian Shield was carved out after the ice age.  

Day 10-13:  

The Mattagami now joined by the Missinaibi and Abitibi Rivers becomes the Moose River until it 
empties into the salty James Bay.  Gradually paddling northbound, you will end at Moosonee town 
docks. While you’re searching for belugas, a visit to Moose Factory and Fossil Islands are highly 
recommended. 

Day 14-15: Back to Timmins on the Polar Bear Express. Overnight stay in Cochrane and you will 
arrive at Wawaitin Holiday Park midday. A 'Thanks for Coming' lunch will be served before departing 
at 1:00PM. WildExodus invites you to return and canoe the Mattagami water shed with us!
