Light a fire and learn of the old lumberjack 
ways!  

Day 2:  

Local native Heritage is the day's theme as you head toward the old railroad town of Kakatush and an 
overnight stay at a Wilderness Camp in Folyet. Explore the history filled Groundhog River and get into 
nature!   

Day 3:  

Learn of modern methods for timber harvesting and silveculture while heading for Chapleau by way 
of the old Hudson Bay fur traders' route for a visit to this northern resource town. Northbound 
another 88 Km. for our first night's camp in the Game Preserve.  

Day 4:  

A day trip with some paddling on Missinaibi Lake... crown jewel of the preserve where resource 
extraction, trapping and hunting have not taken place for almost a century. Excellent opportunities to 
view and photograph native wildlife.  

Day 5:  

Return to base camp or continue your adventure... paddle this large lake past the ruins of a Fur Trade 
Post and century-old logging camp to the beginning of the Missinaibi River, a Canadian Heritage River 
and one of Canada's longest protected waterways. 1:00PM. WildExodus invites you to return and 
canoe the Mattagami water shed with us!
